REQUIREMENTS:
1. Applicants must be a matriculated Graduate student (full or part time) in the Recreation and Leisure Studies Master’s program, or the Master’s of Public Administration, Recreation Management Specialization program, at S.U.N.Y. Brockport during the 2011-2012 academic year.

2. The Graduate Student must have at least a 3.25 cumulative grade point average in the REL or Public Administration program, on a 4.0 scale at the time of application.

3. The Applicant must be a member of the Genesee Valley Recreation and Park Society.

2. A resume, a copy of a college transcript for all completed semesters, and three (3) letters of recommendations must accompany this application.

3. All materials must be received or postmarked by October 1, 2011.  No application will be considered if received or postmarked after this date.

4. Scholarship applicants will be judged on their academic record, leadership, extra-curricular and out-of-school activities, perseverance, resourcefulness, personal philosophy and professional affiliations and involvement.

5. A winner will be selected based on a review of written applications and supporting documents.  Notice of awards will be prior to the GVRPS Conference on November 18, 2011.

AWARD DISBURSEMENT:
1. One successful matriculated graduate student will be offered the option of one of the following two choices:

a. Registration fees to the GVRPS 2011 Conference on November 18 for him/herself, and two guests; plus student registration fee to the 2012 NYSRPS Annual Conference March 25-28, OR
b. A check for $400.00.

REQUIRED ATTACHMENTS:
1. RESUME

2. COLLEGE TRANSCRIPT (does not have to be official, but must have College logo on it)

3. THREE LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION

Letters must be included with your application. Letters should be from adults familiar with your background such as an employer, advisor, volunteer supervisor, club advisor, coach or community leader.  Letters from family or relatives are not acceptable.

4. IN A MINIMUM OF 2 TYPED PAGES, PLEASE RESPOND TO THE FOLLOWING:

a. List your personal interests and achievements.  Include hobbies, extracurricular clubs and organizations, sports, positions of leadership held in high school, college work or community and awards and recognition received.

b. What is your personal philosophy on recreation?  What is your professional philosophy on recreation?

c. List your reason for feeling that you should be considered for this scholarship.

d. List your reason for choosing a major in Recreation and Leisure Studies.

e. What are your occupational goals related to the scholarship criteria?

f. Describe your involvement with professional organizations.  Include any positions, committees, project workshops, conferences, etc. in which you participated or assisted.

CRITERIA FOR SELECTING A SCHOLARSHIP WINNER

1. Application must be filled out completely.  Be sure to sign the application before mailing.

2. Award option must be clearly marked.

3. All required attachments must be included with the application.

4. The application must be received or postmarked by the deadline date.

5. All attached documents support an academic scholarship, not a financial one.

6. The only information the scholarship committee has to judge your application is based on the enclosed documents. It is critical that you correct all spelling and grammar errors.  If possible, have someone read over your final application.  Be certain your information is clear, concise and straightforward.  You will not be judged on length of your application, but on content.  Make each word count.

7. Points will be awarded for:

a. Leadership

b. Extra Curricular Activities

c. Involvement with professional groups. Involvement with your Majors Club will be considered.

d. Who you ask to write letters of recommendation.  You should include at least one faculty member.

e. Where you are today and where you see yourself in the future.
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
